	Model – Scale and Realism

	Map – Features and Details
	The topographic map is creative and professionally done.  It includes details and features in innovative easy to read ways.  It shows details and is accurately labeled.

	The topographic map includes all the features we would expect on a quality map.  It shows details and is accurately labeled.
	Some features of the topographic map may not be well done.  Not all the features of the model are clearly shown on the map.
	Features of topographic maps have been left off.  Details on the model have not been included.

	Use of Work Time
