Security Awareness Training Information

There are many visual and emotional connotations associated with the word “Awareness”; none more so, than the ability to recognize the unusual, or out of character behavior patterns, instinctively. The instinctive recognition process, is part self development, with the added perceptive knowledge of security awareness training.

Before any security measures are adopted in any application, there must be the awareness or understanding of the existing potential security risk. This is accompanied by recognition that some people will steal, cause damage or misappropriate data or other material that has some value to them. This type of action is compounded by accidental damage, or performed out of sheer maliciousness. Therefore, in most aspects of everyday living for most people, security awareness is now an integral part of their lives.

A perception of any potential risk factor and the ability to avoid or counter-act it is more effective than an attempted defense from a direct attack in any form. It is also preferred to the regaining of a secure position from one that is hostilely active. It is accordingly crucial that the assets of any organization, whether related to information, physically or personally are secured.  The induction of policies relating to a security aspect should be considered assets for the overall efficient operation of any personal or organizational facility, whatever its form. 

This is as opposed to restrictions, or rules that will detract from co-operation of personnel and from operational effectiveness.

The co-operation of all participants in sustainable security is gained by their understanding of the potential high risk factors that any security breach can pose. Their commitment is achieved by security awareness training, helping them to a state of instinctive recognition and involvement, relative to apparent and non-apparent threats from various sources.

In these uncertain times, many organizations in the formal and informal sectors have introduced compulsory security awareness training for their workers. It is a process conducted when they join the organization, with added courses, generally on an annual basis thereafter. An outline into the issues of this type of training is found at globalsecurityawareness, providing information relating to the sensitive and physical materials that are part of this training program.

There is a wide variety of security related awareness required from personnel, which could be encountered by them during a normal working day. They include trade secrets, hacking into computers, the endangering of privacy and any classified documentation or information. This is inclusive of reviewing employee non-disclosure agreements in effect and the identifying, handling, transmission, storage or destruction of sensitive materials.

It is incumbent on any employer to ensure security measures are operative, when any sensitive information or location, is open to access by any employee or a contractor. 

Security awareness training provided, relates to any form of employee; locations and even property and designated restricted perimeters. It must be regarded as a standard part of security enforcement, that in the workplace environment, access to a designated building is controlled.

 Further, the reporting of any perceived breach of security, for example, an incident or observance of a prohibited item or person, must be reported.

Security awareness training is designed to prevent and protect not only sensitive materials, or inanimate objects, but also the well-being of every person working in the organization. It must be stressed to trainees, that seemingly “petty theft” could result in severe losses to their employers and indirectly, themselves. This is expanded to economic consequences and potential loss of employment for the workers positions.

Therefore, security awareness training is able to motivate the workforce as a whole, to be united in their dedication in adhering to the security principles, adopted and practiced by their employers.
