Using the ParkLife Application

Running

Open up the sketch in Processing and press the “Run” button
You should be presented with a large grey window and a file dialog asking you to:
“Choose a data set for a device”

Locate a folder with data for a particular device – don’t double-click on the folder, but rather highlight it and then click the “Open” or “Choose” button (depending on whether you are using a Mac or Windows PC)

You should then see the data from that particular device presented as a linear heatmap


Key commands

First ensure that the visualisation window is selected (by clicking on the linear heatmap).
Once selected, the visualisation will respond to the following key commands:

· ‘d’: dump the data from current device to spreadsheet (csv) and open data (json) files
· ‘c’: toggle between colour and black&white modes
· ‘i’: invert colours (black become white, blue becomes red etc)
· right arrow: increase the width of the visualisation
· left arrow: decrease the width of the visualisation
· tab: cycle between visualisation types (linear heatmap, clock heatmap, graph etc)
· ‘s’: save the currently showing visualisation to an image file (PNG)
· ‘+’: increase the contrast on the heatmap visualisations
· ‘-‘: decrease the contrast on the heatmap visualisations

You can also use the mouse to drag the visualisation left and right (in the case where it is wider than the window)
